THE ARBITRATORS SHALL APPOINT IN WRITING AN UMPIRE WHOSE DECISION ON THE DISPUTE OR DISPUTES SHALL BE FINAL AND BINDING ON BOTH THE OWNERS AND THE CHARTERERS. THE PROVISION OF THE ARBITRATION ACT 2001 OF BANGLADESH SHALL BE FOLLOWED AND THE VENUE OF THE ARBITRATION SHALL BE DHAKA, BANGLADESH. THE OWNERS AND THE CHARTERERS SHALL BEAR THE COST IN RESPECT OF THEIR RESPECTIVE ARBITRATOR AND THE COST IN RESPECT OF THE UMPIRE SHALL BE BORNE BY THE BOTH THE OWNERS AND THE CHARTERERS EQUALLY.

55. SHIFTING

 IF SELLERS/ SHIPPERS ISSUE ORDER TO SHIFT THE VESSEL TO ANCHORAGE DUE TO ANY OPERATIONAL REASONS AND/ OR TECHNICAL REASONS AND / OR PORT  REGULATIONS AND/OR SAFETY PRECAUTIONS DURING LOADING OR KEPT AT   ANCHORAGE BEFORE COMMENCEMENT OF LOADING, THE WORKING TIME LOST WILL BE COUNTED AS LAYTIME CONSUMED.
